	Environment
	Impacts on natural resources, ecological processes and/or ecosystem services that have been valued by authors such as disruption of native habitats or degradation of local habitats

	Fishery
	Fish-based activities and services such as fishing and aquaculture

	Forestry
	Forest-based activities and services such as timber production/industries and private forests
